Interpretation Phase. Use the following questions to react to the segment you heard. Share your opinions with a small group of classmates.

2.  What was so strange about what the old man was doing while he was talking?

3.  What do you think of making someone wait, as the old man in this story did?

4.  What would you have done if you had been Gary?

5.  Has anything like this ever happened to you before? Explain.

6.  Are you familiar with how the issue of waiting is perceived by people in other cultures? Explain.

Interpersonal Task.  Tell a classmate about the last time you recall having to wait. Include details such as how you felt and what you did. Your classmate will ask questions so that s/he understands your story. Your classmate will then summarize it briefly for the class.
